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This is what the King and the Queen were like.
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Louis XVI was an awkward, clumsy man who had
a good heart but was unable to relate to people
on a personal level. He often appeared unfeeling
and gruff. He was insecure and seems to have
disliked being King of France. When one of his
ministers resigned, he was heard to remark, "Why
can't I resign too?"

Marie Antoinette, in her early years as Queen, was
flighty and irresponsible. She was from Austria-
Hungry and the marriage was used as an alliance
between countries.
— She spent huge amounts on clothes, buying
a new dress nearly every other day.
~ Being Austrian, she was terribly unpopular
in France and had few friends.
