Development
Key Points 
1) Different people have different development goals. For Ex- for a landless labourers it means more days of work, better wages.   Development for rich urban girl means Gender equality , empowerment.
2)  Besides income all people want equal treatment, respect for work, security – quality of life matters. Material and non material things both are important. People look at mixture of goals.
3) Development for one is destruction for another. Example – Building dams, Globalization.
4) Development should be such which is fair and just for all. It should benefit a large number of people.
5) To compare different countries income is a major important factor. 
6) But different countries have different population so it is not a useful measure. So , average income is calculated .Total income of the country / Total population = Per capita income.
7) World Development reports consider only per capita income. It is calculated in dollars to bring uniformity.( Figures to be learnt )
8) Infant Mortality Ratio, Literacy Rate, Net attendance Ratio all are important aspects too.
9) Human development Ratio ( HDI) was introduced in 1990 by United Nations Development Programme.
10) It includes three indicators – Health, Education and Standard of living along with per capita income.
11) Like nations, different states within the country, also vary in the level of development.
12) Public Distribution System needs to be created by the Govt. ( Supply of water , electricity , Government , colleges , hospitals etc ).If PDS functions well status of health of such states are likely to be better.
13) In recent years economist have added a new concept of economic development - Sustainable Development. (Present and future Generation, rational use of resources ,  Environmental Protection ). 
14) Natural resources can be classified a) Renewable – Those resources which are not exhausted or depleted on use ( Sunshine , Sea etc ) b) Non Renewable – These are exhausted or depleted on use . ( Coal , Crude Oil )
